Minutes of the special meeting of the city council of the City of Kingsford, County of Dickinson, and State of Michigan.

A special meeting of the Kingsford city council was held Thursday, March 5, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. in the council room in City Hall.

Roll Call:  Present:  Councilmember Baldwin, Flaminio, Miller, Novara, and Sjoquist.

Also present were City Manager Darryl Wickman, City Attorney Bruce Brouillette, Public Safety Director Jan Groeneveld, Public Works Superintendent Anthony Edlebeck, Bob Goodreau, Kevin Kleinert, Nikki Younk, and Jeff Ebsch.

The pledge of allegiance was stated.

The purpose of this meeting is to consider the matters listed on the agenda for the regularly scheduled council meeting of March 2, 2009 (there was not a quorum present) and any other business that may come before the council at this time.
A motion was made by Councilmember Novara and supported by Councilmember Baldwin to approve the agenda as presented.

A motion was made by Councilmember Sjoquist and supported by Councilmember Novara to approve the consent agenda.

Letters requesting permission to purchase military service time were received from Todd Formolo and William Burby who are employees in the Kingsford Public Safety Department.  The city manager provided the council with a copy of the City of Kingsford Guidelines for the Purchase of Military Service Time for Employees Retirement Benefits.  
A motion was made by Councilmember Sjoquist and supported by Councilmember Novara to receive the letters, place them on file, and table the matter to allow the council to give due consideration to the requests.

A letter from Todd Formolo regarding the placing of and funding for a scoreboard at Kingsford Commemorative Field was read.

A motion was made by Councilmember Baldwin and supported by Councilmember Miller to receive the letter, place it on file, and table the matter until further information is available.

The city manager gave his report stating the amended PIPR application for use of the additional Revolving Loan Fund funds for the Oldenburg project was approved by the state.  The city council has not taken specific action to approve the use of the additional funds.  It is necessary for the council to take such action and that the minutes reflecting this action be included with the MEDC file records.
A motion was made by Councilmember Novara and supported by Councilmember Baldwin to approve the increase of RLF funds from $486,038 to $568,038 for the Oldenburg project as was stated in the notice of the public hearing held February 2, 2009.

The manager continued his report reminding the council that the Board of Review meetings will be held Monday, March 9, 2009 from 9:00 a.m. until 12:00 Noon and from 1:30 p.m. until 4:30 p.m.; and on Tuesday, March 10, 2009 from 1:30 p.m. until 4:30 p.m. and from 6:00 p.m. until 9:00 p.m.

In concluding his report, the city manager stated that a committee member from Iron Mountain asked if the City of Kingsford would be willing to send a letter of support for their proposed grant application to upgrade City Park.  Additions proposed include two athletic fields, an ice skating rink with warming shack, parking lots, Frisbee golf course, skateboard facility, pavilion, improved multi-use areas, pond improvement, archery range, tree plantings, etc.

A motion was made by Councilmember Sjoquist and supported by Mayor Flaminio to direct the city manager to send a letter of support for the Iron Mountain City Park project.

A motion was made by Councilmember Sjoquist and supported by Councilmember Novara to receive the manager’s report and place it on file.

Under old business, the Steven Terrian request regarding a private well and septic system was discussed.  It was noted that sewer is not readily available at the building site that they are proposing to purchase.  
A motion was made by Councilmember Sjoquist and supported by Councilmember Novara to direct the city manager and/or public works superintendent to contact the Terrians to inform them that a variance is not needed and the council supports their project and stance on the issue.

The revised site plan submittal for the ASE Properties (Kleinert) Apartment project was considered.  Minor changes to the original site plan include an elevation drop of four (4) feet; and, both apartments will be constructed at the same time rather than in phases as originally planned.  

After discussion, a motion was made by Councilmember Novara and supported by Councilmember Baldwin to approve the revised site plan for the ASE Properties Apartment project as submitted.

The revised documents for the ASE Properties were read and explained by the city attorney.  He stated that the section of Grant Street where it intersects with Hoadley Avenue was never intended to be vacated as was done recently.  He therefore drafted an amended/supplemental/corrective resolution vacating, discontinuing, and abolishing portions of certain alleys, Grant Street, Garfield Street, and Riverview Drive located in the Plat of Tramontine’s Second Addition to the Village of Kingsford to make it a matter of record that it was never intended to vacate the intersection of Grant Street and Hoadley Avenue and to modify the previous action.  

A motion was made by Councilmember Sjoquist and supported by Councilmember Novara to adopt Resolution No. 2009/3/5.1 – Amended/Supplemental/Corrective Resolution Vacating, Discontinuing, and Abolishing Portions of Certain Alleys, Grant Street, Garfield Street and Riverview Drive Located in the Plat of Tramontine’s Second Addition to the Village of Kingsford.

A motion was made by Councilmember Sjoquist and supported by Councilmember Baldwin to adopt Resolution No. 2009/3/5.2 authorizing the sale of the land to ASE Properties, LLC with the condition that the deed become attached to it.
