Minutes of a special meeting of the city council of the City of Kingsford, County of Dickinson, and State of Michigan.

A special meeting of the Kingsford City Council was held Wednesday, May 13, 2009 at 6:00 p.m. in the council room in City Hall.

Roll Call:  Present:  Councilmember Baldwin, Flaminio, Novara, and Sjoquist.

Also present were City Manager Darryl Wickman, City Treasurer Roger Scott, and Public Works Superintendent Anthony Edlebeck.

The pledge of allegiance was stated.

The purpose of this meeting is to discuss the 2009-2010 budget and any other business that may come before the council at this time.

A motion was made by Councilmember Novara and supported by Councilmember Baldwin to approve the agenda as presented.

There was no consent agenda or public comment.
A copy of all communications are affixed to and made a part of the permanent record.

The council read the memo from the city treasurer regarding the statement issued by the Government Accounting Standards Board (GASB) on accounting and financial reporting for employers for post employment benefits other than pensions.  
After discussion, a motion was made by Councilmember Novara and supported by Councilmember Sjoquist to accept the Gabriel, Roeder, Smith and Company proposal of $8,000.  The city’s share of the Actuarial Valuation for Retiree Health Care Benefits is $6,500 and the P&F Pension is $1,500.

There was no manager’s report.

Under old business, the council reviewed and discussed the 2009-2010 budget.  The city manager presented a memo explaining the update.  He said we are entering a period when tight control of our expenditures will be necessary.  The State has recently acted to cut our current state-shared revenues for fiscal year ending 2008-2009 and the outlook for revenue sharing has never looked worse.  The city’s assessment roll evaluations will likely be negatively affected in 2010-2011.  The manager requested that the council consider whether or not particular expenses are necessary in the upcoming year as the projects and capital improvements are discussed.  
Funds reviewed by the council were the Major Street fund, Local Street fund, Sewer fund, Water fund, and Retirees Health Insurance fund.
There was no new business, hearings, or public comments.

Under council member’s privilege, the council members thanked the city manager, city treasurer, and public works superintendent for all the work they have put into preparing the budget.  
There being no further business, a motion was made by Councilmember Sjoquist and supported by Councilmember Novara to adjourn the meeting at 7:24 p.m.
