The city manager gave his report informing the council that a tentative agreement has been reached on a joint effort to improve ingress and egress to the NAPA/True Value area from M-95.  The proposed project would create a new driveway in line with the Shopko entrance and eliminate the Burger King driveway on the east side of the road.  The estimated cost would be approximately $34-35,000 with MDOT to contribute $16,500, NAPA would pay up to $10,000, and the city would pay approximately $8,000.  If the council agrees to the expenditure, the city will work with MDOT and NAPA/True Value to move the project forward.

Updates were given on the insurance proposals, the 2009-2010 budget, the Civil Service Commission testing and establishment of a list of applicants eligible to be hired as entry level public safety officers, the storm sewer separation project, the ASE/Kleinert land sale, and the closure of the city hall and public works offices for the Memorial Day holiday on May 25, 2009.
A motion was made by Mayor Flaminio and supported by Councilmember Miller to schedule a special council meeting for Friday, May 29, 2009 at 1:00 p.m. to open bids for the storm sewer separation project.
