A special meeting of the Kingsford city council was held Tuesday, June 10, 2008 at 6:30 p.m. in the council room in City Hall.

Under old business, the previously tabled final plat for the River Pointe Subdivision was again submitted for approval. Also presented was a copy of the state law (Section 560.182) governing Final plat; streets, alleys and roads; municipal requirements.  The city manager and city attorney informed the council that all the concerns they have had in the past regarding this subdivision have been addressed and eliminated except for the fact that all the streets have not been completed.  

After discussion on completion of the streets, a motion was made by Councilmember Novara and supported by Councilmember Miller to adopt a resolution approving the final plat subject to withholding a stipulated amount for paving, landscaping, and withholding enough money of the city’s contribution to the project to cover next years paving.
