September 10, 2008

Minutes of the special meeting of the city council of the City of Kingsford, County of Dickinson, and State of Michigan.

A special meeting of the Kingsford city council was held Wednesday, September 10, 2008 at 6:30 p.m. in the council room in City Hall.

Present:  Councilmember Baldwin, Flaminio, Miller, Novara, and Sjoquist.

Also present were City Manager Darryl Wickman, City Attorney Bruce Brouillette, Kevin Kleinert, Willie Erickson, and Sheila Burby.

The pledge of allegiance was stated.

A motion was made by Councilmember Novara and supported by Councilmember Flaminio to approve the agenda as presented.

The purpose of this meeting is to discuss the Kleinert rentals project, the Oldenburg project, the recent request to purchase residential property on Evergreen Court, and any other business that may come before the council at this time.

There were no minutes, bills, communications, or manager’s report presented at this meeting.

Under public comment, Kevin Kleinert addressed the council regarding garbage pickup in his subdivision.  Mr. Kleinert was asked to present the request in writing for the council to consider at a future meeting.

Under old business, the city manager and the city attorney explained the proposed revised draft of the Kleinert Development Agreement.  The revisions were reviewed individually.  

All parties involved are satisfied with the modifications to the agreement.

A motion was made by Councilmember Flaminio and supported by Councilmember Novara to enter into the Kleinert Development Agreement with ASE Properties, LLC.

The third request for reimbursement submitted by Kevin Kleinert was discussed.  The city manager recommended that the requested amount be paid based upon the items included.

A motion was made by Councilmember Novara and supported by Councilmember Baldwin to approve the request for reimbursement of $3,425.98 on the lift station and $8,920.00 on the force main.

The request to purchase a residential lot on Evergreen Court was considered.  Willie Erickson’s wife originally wrote the request to purchase the lot at 400 Evergreen Court.  Subsequently the council agreed to sell the lot.  Since then, Mr. Erickson informed the city manager that he felt that it might work better for them to purchase the lot across the street and on the corner of Pyle Drive and Evergreen Court.  It was suggested to Mr. Erickson that it might be better for the city if he were to purchase the corner lot on the north side because that lot is ready to be sold with the exception of a survey.  This lot would be approximately 150 feet on Evergreen Court and 210 feet on Pyle Drive.  Also, the water and sewer are already into that property.

Mr. Erickson said he would have no problem changing lots.  

A motion was made by Councilmember Novara and supported by Councilmember Flaminio to forward to the negotiations committee for a recommendation.

The council discussed the Oldenburg project.  Each member was given a copy of the request to address the environmental concerns.  The city manager stated Oldenburg Group was moderately alarmed when they received the results of the methane monitoring because they saw a methane measurement on all of the points.  Some were very small and others were somewhat larger.  After talking with the MDEQ, the city learned that they were correct in what shows as the percent of the lower explosive limit.  Oldenburg was interpreting as the percent of methane.  After learning that these are measurements of lower explosive limit, they are no longer considered to be significant.  The MDEQ confirmed that the readings are very low and normal background levels.  Regarding the insurance, the manager said he obtained information from the city’s insurance carrier who came back with the answer that the cost for the insurance Oldenburg is looking for would be in an estimated range of $32,000 to $40,000 for the duration they were looking for.  

Also presented was a drawing of the optional parcel Oldenburg is interested in along with the primary parcel.  The optional parcel is directly to the north of the primary parcel and contains 3.827 acres.  

After discussion, a motion was made by Councilmember Flaminio and supported by Councilmember Novara to offer the optional 3.827-acre parcel for $8,000 under the same time limit as the original agreement and conditioned upon environmental related requests being withdrawn.
